STORYBOARDING ASSIGNMENT


Storyboards are our friends.  They are warm puppies and fuzzy slippers.  We like Storyboards.  As we know a storyboard is a visual interpretation of a script.  It’s a chance to draw out and sketch HOW the movie will look.

This is a storyboard frame from the movie Twister.  I would guess this was drawn with Helen Hunt in mind as the female lead because the sketch looks like her.   I would also bet the lead male was not yet cast because the guy driving doesn’t look anything like Bill Paxton.  Remember, we don’t need to have an accurate representation of WHO we need an accurate representation of WHAT.  What is happening?  Where is the camera?  What does the camera see?  What people do we see?  What is our perspective?

YOUR ASSIGNMENT:


Here is your storyline:  Jimmy (or Jane) is in Mr. Allen’s room.  Suddenly he (or she) remembers that they left their wallet at the south goal post on the football field.  Jimmy or Jane goes to the goalpost, retrieves the wallet and returns to Mr. Allen’s room.  THIS IS A STORY THAT NEEDS TO BE TOLD IN 30 SECONDS! NO LESS.  NO MORE.  Plan accordingly. 
I AM NOT WORRIED ABOUT YOUR ARTISTIC ABILITY.  YOU CAN USE STICK FIGURES.  However, I am worried about your artistic vision.  Can you see through the camera eye?  Here is an example of one of Mr.Allen’s storyboards:
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Lonely Jim turns toward camera and looking over Jim’s shoulder, we see Angry Jane.


In this shot Angry Jane sends Lonely Jim away because he has lost his wallet and their prom tickets.  Jim turns away realizing he needs to find his wallet or lose the love of his life… Jim walks out of frame and we see Angry Jane glaring after him.


Easy huh?


Minimum Requirements for a C grade:

A storyboard using the class supplied storyboard paper.

1. You must have at least 10 shots.

2. A description for each shot (Lonely Jim turns toward camera and looking over Jim’s shoulder, we see Angry Jane.  Is the narration for the above shot).

3. Shots must be aesthetically correct (rule of 1/3s, horizon).

4. DO NOT USE CRAYONS OR SHARPIES.  Pencil or pen will do.

Finally, let me remind you to put your name and your class period on your papers!

Consider yourself reminded.
